B. PERMEABLE BRICK PAVING ALLOWS RAINWATER TO
DRAIN TO SOIL BELOW

C. COLOR CODED BUILDINGS AND BIKE RACKS
ALLOW CYCLISTS TO EASILY FIND AND REMEMBER THE
LOCATION OF THEIR BICYCLE
